The Highlights of the study are:
i. honey intake has no significant effect on serum SOD, CAT, total proteins and total cholesterol; 
ii. it however decreases LDL cholesterol (65%) and elevated the HDL cholesterol (33%) significantly;
iii. honey administration caused significant depletion of atherogenic and coronary risk indices (76% and 50%, respectively). 
iv. Supplementing water intake with honey, up to 10% may reduce onset of CHDs.
