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This paper investigates pre-service teachers’ use of Internet with the aim of ascertaining the modes of accessing the Internet, the major purposes and frequency of surfing the Internet by both male and female pre-service teachers. Data was collected using a researcher designed instrument tagged “Student Internet Use Scale” (SIUS). The population comprised of all NCE pre-service teachers in Alvan Ikoku Federal College of Education Owerri Nigeria. Findings from the study show that mobile phones remains the most widely used mode of internet access in the college with social networking, searching for information on school assignments,. Social networking is the major purpose for Internet use by female pre-service teachers while school related activities are of priority to males. The difference in purpose of internet use according to gender is however not statistically significant. No statically significant difference exists according to gender of pre-service teachers in the frequency of Internet usage. The result has far reaching implication for provision and use of Internet facilities to enhance teaching and learning in Alvan Ikoku College of Education in particular and colleges of education in Nigeria in general.
