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Abstract 
In the learning process in the classroom, the teacher as a learning facilitator has not applied HOTS-oriented questions yet in learning persuasive speech text in the classroom. This happens because of the teacher's lack of references to present HOTS-based questions. So that students are less faced with higher-order thinking processes. Based on these descriptions, this study aims to; (1) describe the questions that have been used in teaching persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School, (2) describe the product design in the form of HOTS evaluation questions based on HOTS in learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School, (3) describe the results of the validity test of the product design in the form of a question model (4) describe the limited trial results to students regarding the design of the model developed. In line with the title of this study, this study is included in the research and development (R&D) type of Brog and Gall that modified by Sugiyono. From the 10 stages of R&D research, according to Sugiyono, this study is limited to 7 steps. The method used in this study is a descriptive qualitative method and quantitative descriptive. The results showed that: (1) Teachers have not applied it yet and students have never worked on HOTS-oriented questions in learning persuasive speech text. (2) The design of the model that developed in this study was 27 HOTS question items with collaborative cognitive levels ranging from C4, C5, and C6, (3) the questions were then validated by 3 expert validators, the validation results showed a score of 0.40-0, 80 with the valid category, and showed a score of more than 0.80 with the very valid category. (4) The results of the interview related to limited trials conducted on 10 students in grade IX showed that students felt challenged by the questions that were tried out.
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Abstract 
Dalam proses pembelajaran di kelas guru sebagai fasilitator pembelajaran belum menerapkan soal-soal yang berorientasi pada HOTS dalam pembelajaran teks pidato persuasif di kelas. Hal tersebut terjadi karena kurangnya refrensi guru untuk menghadirkan soal berbasis HOTS. Sehingga peserta didik kurang dihadapkan dengan proses berpikir tingkat tinggi.   Berdasarkan uraian tersebut, penelitian ini bertujuan untuk; (1) mendeskripiskan soal yang selama ini digunakan dalam pembelajaran teks pidato persuasif di kelas IX SMP, (2) mendeskripsikan rancangan produk berupa soal HOTS evaluasi berbasis HOTS dalam pembelajaran teks pidato persuasif di kelas IX SMP, (3) mendeskripsikan hasil uji validitas rancangan produk berupa model soal (4) mendeskripsikan hasil uji coba secara terbatas kepada siswa mengenai rancangan model yang dikembangkan. 	Selaras dengan judul penelitian ini, penelitian ini termasuk ke dalam jenis penelitian Research and Devlopment (R&D) Brog and Gall yang dimodifikasi oleh Sugiyono. Dari 10 tahapan penelitian R&D menurut Sugiyono, penelitian ini dibatasi sampai dengan 7 langkah. Metode yang digunakan dalam penelitian ini adalah metode deskriptif kualitatif dan dekirptif kuantitatif. Hasil penelitian menunjukkan bahwa: (1) Guru selama ini belum menerapkan dan siswa belum pernah mengerjakan soal yang berorientasi HOTS dalam pembelajaran teks pidato persuasif (2) Rancangan model yang dikembangkan dalam penelitian ini berupa 27 butir soal HOTS dengan kolaboratif level kognitif mulai dari C4, C5, dan C6, (3) soal kemudian di validasi oleh  3 validator ahli, hasil validasi menunjukkan skor 0,40-0,80 dengan kategori valid, dan menunjukkan skor lebih dari 0,80 dengan kategori sangat valid. (4) Hasil wawancara berkaitan dengan uji coba terbatas yang dilakukan kepada 10 siswa kelas IX di didapatkan hasil bahwa peserta didik merasa tertantang dengan soal yang diuji cobakan.

1. INTRODUCTION (Times new Romans 12 bold)
Indonesian language learning has a very important role in the world of education because Indonesian language learning really requires the development of understanding for each individual student, in addition, the implementation of the 2013 curriculum in educational systems makes the Indonesian language learning as subject that has a big role to play in studying other subjects (Suwartini, 2016). In addition, the development of technology that is developing rapidly requires the community, especially students to continue to develop, including in developing thoughts to solve problems in life, including problems in learning, because basically students are expected to be able to process information, students need to develop thoughts and logical reasoning and based on facts (Lestari et al., 2016).
An educator is expected to be able to find ways that can be used to minimize the problems faced by students in learning, so that the learning objectives will be maximally achieved, the number of books, modules and other learning resources, which are designed to persuade students to learn actively, and provided with context studies. which is systematic, but often ends with a lack of evaluation questions in terms of training high-order thinking skills, one way that teachers can overcome these problems is by giving students questions or evaluation materials that can persuade students to think at high levels, in terms of analyzing and creating and adjusting to indicators at cognitive levels C4, C5, and C6 or better known as HOTS evaluation questions (Supranoto, 2018).
Based on the results of interviews with several teachers in the field of Indonesian language and literature at Junior High School in Grade IX in the MGMP area in Junior High School Bantul Regency, it was found that in persuasive speech text material it was very rare to find questions oriented in high-order thinking or HOTS. The questions that are often used to evaluate students are only questions that are based on the student's knowledge base, such as; What is the meaning of a persuasive speech text, how to make a persuasive speech text, the steps to compile a persuasive speech text, and what are the structures and language rules of a persuasive speech text. The teachers admit that those questions do not persuade enough students to think at high level, because the questions that are made and applied to students are only questions with a basic model, not high-order thinking based. Teachers do not apply enough high-order thinking-based questions such as asking students to make persuasive speech texts to analyze elements of rules and language and so on. In addition, the stages are also carried out to students. 			
In addition, based on the results of the need assessment for 5 Junior High School students in Bantul regency, it was found that in Indonesian language learning persuasive speech text material, there were still not many questions that led to HOTS. They consider that the problems in the text material of persuasive speech are just ordinary, easy to work on. Students also do not understand what is meant by HOTS questions, as well as the form of HOTS questions in learning persuasive speech texts in the Grade IX in Junior High School. Based on the description above, it is necessary to conduct a study to develop and research questions based on high-order thinking or HOTS, on the persuasive speech text material for writing areas in Grade IX in Junior High School. This study took the persuasive speech text material for writing areas in developing HOTS-based questions, with the hope that it can provide a reference to HOTS-based evaluation questions on persuasive speech text material in the Grade IX in Junior High School. So that the learning process is expected to be able to achieve the learning objectives well, and produce students who are able to think at high level. Learning can be defined as an effort that does to make students learn or in other cases learning is an activity that provides direction to students to carry out the Warsita learning process (in Dhini, 2020) from this opinion, it can be concluded that learning is included in a process that influences students to learn. Another opinion regarding learning was also conveyed by Hamalik (2009) (in Dhini, 2020) that learning is defined as a process of teaching and learning activities in which there are various series of teacher activities to create classroom conditions and learning processes, in order to produce changes in students after carrying out learning and teaching activity. In general, learning aims to have a certain impact on the students' behavior. From the opinion, it can be seen that learning is a series of activities carried out by the teacher as a learning facilitator in carrying out the teaching process of students, either providing knowledge about a discipline or forming the character that is in students.
There are three characteristics of the learning process according to Hamalik (2009) (in Dhini, 2020), namely planning such as manpower arrangement, learning materials, and procedures. Second, dependency annoyance, which is between elements that need each other and are related, for example, students need teachers and vice versa. Third, the goal, the goal of learning is to produce changes in students. In a learning process, it cannot be separated from learning assessment, learning assessment itself can be interpreted as a process of collecting and processing information to determine the achievement of the results of the learning process, the assessment is carried out by the teacher by paying attention to various aspects, namely aspects of attitude, knowledge, and skills (Setiawati & Arsana, 2018).		
The opinion states that a learning process will not be separated from the evaluation of learning. The learning process will be in line with the evaluation of learning, because basically the assessment or evaluation of learning aims to improve the course of the learning process, with evaluation of learning, students and teachers can find out the shortcomings and advantages of learning that is being carried out. In the evaluation of learning, it is necessary to apply questions that invite students to think at high levels or HOTS. Bloom's Taxonomy (in Arifin, 2019:23) states that the ability of students can be divided into two, namely high ability and low ability. Low skill consists of components related to knowledge, understanding, and application. Meanwhile, high-level abilities include analysis, synthesis, and evaluation. Questions that oriented to HOTS can be defined as an instrument that can be used to measure high-order thinking skills, abilities that are not just remembering, restating, or referring to something without processing what is referred to (Kemdikbud, 2019b).
Bloom's Taxonomy in Anderson (in Kemdikbud, 2019a) states that the dimension of the thinking process consists of the ability to : (1)  know which ones are included in the cognitive level C1, (2) understand which ones are included in the cognitive domain C2, (3) apply or C3, analyze C4, evaluate C5 and create C6. Basically, indicators that are included in HOTS are C4, C5, and C6. Based on this opinion, based on Bloom's Taxonomy, it can be seen that HOTS-oriented questions are questions that include the cognitive level of analyzing, evaluating, and creating. The characteristics of evaluation questions that are oriented towards high-order thinking skills or HOTS according to Kemdikbud (in Yani, 2019:44) are as follows; (1) measuring high-order thinking skills, (2) based on conceptual problems, (3) using a variety of problem forms. The steps for compiling High-Order Thinking Skills-based questions can be done by: (1) Analyzing Basic Competencies to select KD to be made into HOTS questions and adjusted to cognitive levels on HOTS, (2) compiling question grids, formulating stimulus in the form of conceptual, examining the questions and adjusted to the question grid, making scoring guidelines and answer keys related to the questions made. 
Basically the text is a series of thought maps that arranged so that it forms a unity through a series of Simatupang sentences (in Dhini, 2020)Indonesian language learning in the 2013 curriculum emphasizes text-based learning, for example, is learning persuasive speech text taught in Grade IX in Junior High School odd semesters, this learning aims to train students to know the meaning, structure and language, the results of identification and designing and making persuasive speech text based on experience or sourced from the text that is read and heard.  Speech is a discourse that is arranged and prepared to be conveyed in public. Speech is a form of language rhetoric that the needs are very much needed every day. Composing a speech script in written form, basically pouring out an idea or idea in the form of written language, layout, choice of phrases, clauses, and sentences in writing a speech is no different from writing other texts (Abidin, 2019).
 	Sugono (2012:1422) argues that text is a script that contains utterances from the author, while speech is a form of public speaking activity, which aims to convey opinions or ideas related to a problem or phenomenon that occurs. Persuasive is the nature of inviting, persuading to have a sense of confidence Sugono (in Abidin, 2019) persuasive speech can be divided into 3 parts, namely: (1) giving encouragement, (2) convincing readers, or listeners, (3) acting, Keraf (in Abidin, 2019). Based on the various opinions above, it can be concluded that a persuasive speech is a text that is compiled, arranged, and prepared to invite the audience or listeners when the text is conveyed orally during a speech.
Based on these descriptions, relevant and first study conducted by Fanani (2018), with his study entitled Problem Development Strategies based on High Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) in the 2013 Curriculum (Thesis IAIN Kediri 2018) by Fanani (2018) in Kediri State Islamic Institute, East Java. This study has the same object as the study that the researcher wrote, both have the object of developing High Order Thinking Skil (HOTS) -based evaluation questions, what distinguishes this study is the subjects in the study. The study made by Fanani (2018)has a development strategy subject, while the subject in this study is the direct development of high-level evaluation-based questions in learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School. Second, the relevant study was conducted by Dhini (2020) with his study entitled HOTS (High Order Thinking Skill) Oriented Assessment Instrument Development in the Description Text of Class VII Junior High School. There is also the aim of this study is to produce a product in the form of HOTS-oriented assessment instruments on the descriptive text material for class VII Junior High School and to find out the feasibility of the question instrument product which is oriented towards high-order thinking skills or HOTS. The study conducted by Maudy is the same as the study that the researchers will do, the similarities can be seen from both developing HOTS-based question instruments.
However, what distinguishes is the object that will be used as a reference and orientation in the development, if Maudy's study is oriented towards descriptive text material in grade VII Junior High School, whereas in this study it is oriented towards persuasive speech text material in IX grade in Junior High School. The three relevant studies were previously conducted by Dede Endang Muscita with his study entitled Development of HOTS-Oriented Cognitive Assessment and Its Use in Indonesian Language Learning in Vocational High School. The thing that distinguishes this study from the study that the researcher will do can be seen from the concentration of research, if this research concentrates on examining some existing HOTS questions, then the use OF them is implemented in Indonesian language learning at Vocational High School, while the study that the researchers will do is oriented to the development. HOTS questions in this case make HOTS questions then tested on a limited basis to students of Grade IX in Junior High School, on persuasive speech text material.	
Based on the descriptions that have been presented above, the study on HOTS Questions Development: Evaluation of Persuasive Speech Text Learning in Grade IX in Junior High School is very important because this study discusses: (1) Questions used by teachers and done by students during In teaching persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School, (2) This study attempts to describe the design of the 27 HOTS items in learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School, (3) Describe the validation results related to the product design developed in This study, (4) describes the results of a limited trial that was conducted on 10 students in Grade IX at Junior High School Bantul Regency.

2. METHODS 
This study belongs to the type of research development or Research and Development (R&D). The study method in this study is used to produce a product and test the effectiveness of the product. According to (Sugiyono, 2016) the research and development method is a research method that produces a new product and tests the feasibility of the new product. The product design development procedure developed in this study uses the Brog and Gall research and development procedure (in Sugiyono, 2016). From the 10 research and development procedures described, this research is limited to the seven steps. The seven steps of the research and development procedure carried out in this study are as follows; (1) potential problems, (2) data collection, (3) product design, (4) design validation, (5) design revision, (6) limited product use trials, (7) design revision (product design). In this study, data collection techniques were carried out using observation and interviews. While the data collection instruments in this study are; (1) in the form of an interview questionnaire, an interview questionnaire is used to collect need assessment data for teachers and students related to the needs analysis for the product design developed, (2) a validation questionnaire for product designs developed for expert lecturers and teachers, (3) an interview questionnaire to find out the experience of students when trying out product designs at the limited product design trial stage. This study analyzes the data in a descriptive way. It is used to describe the results of research related to the results of interviews related to needs analysis, the results of the product designs developed, the results of the validations that have been carried out by the validators, and the results of interviews related to limited trials that have been carried out on students.
3. RESULTS AND DISCUSSION
a. Potential Problems
The next stage of potential problem analysis in this study was carried out through interview activities related to the analysis of the needs of 5 Indonesian language teachers, who are members of the Indonesian Language Teacher Conference or Musyawarah Guru Mata Pelajaran (MGMP), Junior High School in Bantul Regency, Daerah Istimewa Yogyakarta Province. Based on the results of interviews with 5 teachers, several statements were found related to the analysis of the needs for the product design being developed, these statements are as follows: (1) The teacher thinks that quality questions are questions that can measure the achievement of Basic Competence or Kompetensi Dasar (KD) in every learning and measuring the high-order thinking skills of students, (2) The teacher thinks that in achieving those quality questions, it is constrained by the lack of references that can be used and tested on students, so that achieving that is still difficult, (3) the lack of use and HOTS-based testing presented to participants students especially in persuasive speech text material in Grade IX in Junior High School, (4) the evaluation questions in teaching persuasive speech texts presented so far are still considered as questions with the basic model, and less challenging due to the lack of references used. The complete results of the needs assessment for the teacher can be seen in the appendix. The next problem found in this study was found when conducting a needs analysis survey of 5 students, given the current pandemic condition, interview activities were carried out through the google meet virtual room. Based on the results of interviews with 5 students at Junior High School in Bantul regency, it was found that in evaluating Indonesian language learning in persuasive speech text material, the teacher still had not applied questions that were oriented towards analyzing (C4), evaluating (C5), and creating (C6) activities. The question of evaluation in learning persuasive speech text presented so far is still considered as a basic-based question, not yet oriented towards high-order thinking.
	 b. Data Collection
Data collection in this study was carried out with literature studies related to the design of the product to be developed. The product design is an evaluation item that oriented to High Order Thinking Skills (HOTS) in teaching persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School. Information relating to the development of HOTS questions was collected in this study, starting from the understanding of evaluation questions, descriptions about HOTS, how to formulate HOTS questions, and elaboration on learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School. In addition, data collection was carried out by analyzing the basic competencies and achievement indicators that must be achieved by students in learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School. 

           c. Design of Product
The design of the product that produced in this study uses the Brog and Gall research and development stages related to the development of HOTS questions: evaluation of learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School. The product design in this study can be explained as follows:
	1. Planning
In this stage, the preparation of the initial concept of product design is carried out. The initial concept preparation activity in this planning section is to formulate a variety of materials related to persuasive speech text learning in Grade IX in JUNIOR HIGH SCHOOL. The formulation of the material was carried out by observing and observing basic competencies, indicators of material achievement, and learning objectives in learning persuasive speech texts in Grade IX in Junior High School. The activity of formulating the material was also carried out by observing the indicators of the cognitive level in the evaluation of learning based on High Order Thinking Skills (HOTS). After doing the stages in formulating the material, the next stage for planning activities is to make a grid of questions related to the product design being developed. The question grid contains basic competencies, subject matter, material achievement indicators, cognitive level, and question numbers. Next, the arrangement of questions according to the grid is carried out. In the planning stage, the last activity carried out is planning product design validation activities, relating to the instruments used, preparing students for limited product design trials, and preparing interview questionnaires related to product design trials conducted on students.
2. Product Design Development 
In this stage, the activity of compiling a product plan was developed regarding the development of HOTS questions: evaluation of persuasive speech text learning in Grade IX in Junior High School. The product design that produced in this study consisted of 27 HOTS question items in teaching persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School. 20 questions in the form of multiple choice, and 7 questions in the form of essay questions. The collaborative use of the HOTS cognitive level used in the product design that was developed was 13 questions with a cognitive level of C4 (finding), 9 questions with a cognitive level of C5 (evaluating), and 5 questions with a cognitive level of C6 (creating).
	d. Design validation
Design validation in this study starts from the steps of preparing a validation instrument for product design that are tailored to the needs. Next, the product design validation instruments were submitted to expert validators. There are three validators in this study. The first and second validators are expert lecturers, and the third validator is an expert teacher in the field of Indonesian language and literature learning. The results of the assessment by the validators will be correlated with the validity of the content of Aiken V. Suggestions and comments from the validators at the design validation stage will be used as a guideline for revising that developed the product design, related to the development of HOTS questions: evaluation of learning persuasive speech text in Grade IX in Junior High School.
Based on calculations with the Aiken V correlation, the results of the validator's assessment of the product design developed obtained a score of 0.40-0.80 in the valid category and more than 0.80 in the very valid category.
	e. Design Revision
Design revision is carried out in accordance with the comments and suggestions of the validators based on the results of the validation that developed the product design. The comments and suggestions from the validators related to the validation results of the HOTS question development product design: evaluation of persuasive speech text learning in Grade IX in Junior High School can be described as follows:

f. Limited Product Design Trials
Limited product design trials were carried out by 10 students, Grade IX at Junior High School IP Al-Mubtadi-Ien Bantul. This limited product design trial stage is carried out online and independently by students. The trial was carried out through the WhatsApp group application for 2 meetings with the following stages: a. The first meeting; (1) students who will conduct product design trials are added to the WhatsApp group that has been made, (2) students are given a little explanation regarding the persuasive speech text material as an effort to open their memory related to learning in this material, (3) participants students are given a package of questions and answer sheets in the form of soft files, (4) students do on those questions with a duration of processing time of about 45 minutes, the duration of the processing time has been adjusted to the number of questions tested, (5) students collect answers or the results of their work. b. Second meeting; (1) students are welcome to take part in online interview activities, through google meet related to their experience working on the developed product design, (2) students are given questions and answer directly, related to the questions developed.
The results of interviews with students concluded that students thought that it was the first time they were faced with a question that they thought was challenging because in those questions they were asked to analyze, evaluate, and create. They think that working on those questions must use a high level of concentration and thinking. They think that the questions that have been given have not been completely like that, they feel happy because they get new experiences to deal with questions that train high-order thinking skills, especially in persuasive speech text material. So that in this case, students can find out the difference between HOTS and non-HOTS questions in learning persuasive speech texts in the Grade IX in Junior High School. In the trial phase, after conducting interviews with students, students suggested that the layout of the questions related to the use of boxes in the text of the speech presented, still needed to be improved, so that the questions would be easier and less boring when read and understood.
g. Product Design Revision
Revision is done by correcting the questions developed in accordance with the students' responses during the interview, namely by improving the layout of the persuasive speech text presented in the questions. These suggestions become material for the final revision of the product design developed in this study, at this stage the revision has been carried out according to the responses and suggestions of students in the limited trial stage.
4. CONCLUSION 
The results and discussion of research related to the development of HOTS questions: evaluation of persuasive speech text learning in Grade IX in Junior High School can be concluded as follows:
The evaluation questions used so far in learning Indonesian in terms of persuasive speech text in grade Ix Junior High School still use only basic-based questions, not yet towards HOTS-oriented questions. Based on the results of interviews with the 5 teachers, it was found that several statements related to the evaluation questions used so far were as follows: (1) The teacher thinks that quality questions are questions that can measure the achievement of Basic Competence or Kompetensi Dasar (KD) in each lesson and measuring the high order thinking skills of students, (2) The teacher thinks that in achieving these quality questions, it is constrained by the lack of references that can be used and tested on students so that achieving this is still difficult, (3) the lack of HOTS-based using and testing presented to students, especially in the persuasive speech text material in Grade IX in Junior High School. (4) the evaluation questions in teaching persuasive speech texts presented so far are still considered as questions with the basic model and less challenging due to the lack of references used. (2) The design of the model produced in this study consisted of 27 HOTS questions in persuasive speech text material, persuasive speech text consisting of 13 questions with cognitive level C4 (finding), 9 questions with cognitive level C5 (evaluating), and 5 questions with cognitive level C4 (finding). C6 cognitive level (creating) 27 questions can be described as follows; (1) HOTS questions with a cognitive level of analysis (C4), namely questions number 1,2,3,4,5,6,8,9,10,11 multiple choice, and 1,2,4 essays. Questions with cognitive level criteria create (C5) questions with number 7,12,13,14, 15,16,17,18 multiple choice and item number 3 essays, criteria for creating cognitive level (C6) namely 19, 20 multiple choice, and 5,6,7, essays.
Product design validation was carried out by 3 experts, consisting of 2 expert lecturers and 1 expert teacher in the field of teaching Indonesian language and literature. The validation results were correlated with the Aiken V formula and a score of 0.4-0.80 was obtained in the valid category and more than 0.80 in the very valid category. Overall, the validators concluded that the product design developed in this study was feasible to be tested on a limited basis to students.
Based on the results of the interview after the limited trial stages were carried out to students, data was obtained that students felt challenged when working on the developed questions so that the ability to think at a high level and concentrate in thinking was needed in working on the developed questions, the teacher had never presented questions like those questions that have developed. So from the results of the interview it can be concluded that the product design developed in this study has been able to answer study problems regarding the development needs of HOTS questions: evaluation of persuasive speech text learning in Grade IX in Junior High School.
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
