In this study, we measured and mapped the locations and flow directions of geological and geophysical groundwater aquifers. We identified and obtained underground aquifer maps to guide zonation policies and delineate which area could be mined, which could be mined under certain conditions, and which should not be mined at all. These maps provide geological information of the region such as those regarding sedimentary beds, sub-surface structures, and the other associated features. Generally, the groundwater system in Indonesia, aquifers constrained by volcanic formations form an important layered system. Thus, due to this and the lack of proper data or regulation, the government sometimes designates the same locations as mining locations and groundwater conservation zones.
